Capital Improvement Projects (CIPs) Priority List Update

In 2009, the City of Austin asked all neighborhoods with adopted neighborhood
plans to prioritize the action items listed in their plans®*. Dawson’s priority list:

1. Cross walks at all bus stops (moved from CIP to operational funding)
2. ADA modifications to sidewalks on S. Congress & S. 1*

3. Safer school boundaries

4. Wilson sidewalk - Oltorf to Cumberland

5. Cumberland sidewalk - S. 1°* to Wilson

6. Improve visibility at Alpine and S. Congress

7. Brinwood sidewalk - El Paso to Havana

8. Cumberland sidewalk Euclid to S. Congress

9. W. Alpine sidewalk - S. 1* to Alpine Circle

10. Increase frequency of weekend bus service on S. Congress

In the next step of this process, the Planning Commission will recommend to the
City Council which projects from the city-wide list to fund in 2011. The Council
makes the final decision, therefore, can return to the full list rather than follow the
PC’s advice.
